In accordance with section 2279 of the California Food and Agriculture
Code, the 1974 Crop Report for Stanislaus County is hereby submitted.
The total gross income is estimated to have been $426,581,000. It is
emphasized that this figure represents gross income only, and does not
indicate net income.

Although the 1974 gross income was 12.4 percent above that of 1973, and
is a new high for the County, operational, production and marketing
costs are also at record levels. Labor, fuel, feed, fertilizer and
pesticide costs have had a serious affect on net incomes.

Moreover, many commodities were subject to drastic reductions in market
values. The market prices received for nine major commodities averaged
32 percent below those received in 1973, and this of course had a
further impact on net incomes. ‘
