Gentlemen:

The Stanislaus County Agricultural Crop Report for 1975 is hereby submitted.
Farm income in 1975 was approximately $14,000,000 below 1974. This 1055 was
due primarily to lower prices received by farmers. Decreases were noted in
field crops, fruit and nut crops, livestock and poultry, and livestock and
poultry products. Some increases were seen in vegetable crops, seed crops,
nursery products and apiary products.

The County's 1975 gross farm income is estimated to have been $395,418,990.
It is emphasized that this figure represents gross income only. Operation-
al and production costs increased steadily, limiting net income.
