The Stanislaus County Agricultural Crop Report for 1983 is hereby
submitted in compliance with Section 2279 of the California Food
and Agricultural Code.

The gross agricultural income for 1983 is estimated to be
$731,181,850.00. This is a $12,455,000.00 overall decrease from
our 1982 income. This represents the second consecutive year that
agricultural income has decreased in Stanislaus County.

The major loss of income occurred in fruit and nut crops with
weather being the predominate factor in yield reductions in almonds,
grapes, peaches and walnuts. A significant reduction in the price
of walnuts also contributed to this loss.

All estimates in this report represent gross income to the farmer
and do not reflect the cost of production. .

We wish to express our appreciation to the many persons who
contributed to the preparation of this report.
