The gross agricultural income for 1987 is estimated toc be $381,308,030.
This an increase of $20,542,000 or 10% over 1236's figure. Proit

and nut crops increased dramatically with only vegeteble crops showing
a decrease from 1986. The primary reason for the increass was almond
production. Nineteen eighty-seven's almond production per acre wos
the highest ever in this county and was close to four times that of
1988--an extrewely bad year. Other crops exhibiting increesea include
apricots, grapes, peaches, walnuts, zilage and milk.

Again we wish to emphasize that this report represents gross income to
the growers and does not reflect the cost of production.
