The stanislaus County Agricultural Crop Report for 1991 is hereby
submitted in compliance with Section 2272 and 2279 of the California
Food and Agricultural Code.

Th~ stanislaus County gross agricultural income for 1991 once again
exceed~d one billion dollars for a new county record of $1,069,803,000.
This is an increase of $31,447,000 or 3% over 1990's reported gross
grower return. The categories showing the largest increases were
Livestock and Poultry ($26,521,000), Nursery ($9,019,000), Fruit and Nut
($7,986,000), and Field Crops ($5,062,000). .The major .decreases were
found in the Vegetable Crops <$14,136,000>, and Seed <$1,680,000>categories. 

The strongest. showing in the Livestock and Poultry grouping
was by turkey production which increased by more than $41,000,000. The
Fruit and Nut category was lead by Peaches, Grapes, and Walnuts which
showed a combined increase of $21,612,000. Deciduous Fruit & Nut Trees
& Vines experienced the best gain ($3,493,000), of the Nursery crops.
The Field Crop returns were generally stable with relatively minor plus
or minus changes. The largest decreases were found in the Vegetable
Crop grouping with Tomatoes <$7,000,000>, and Melons <$6,081,000>,
especially cantaloupes and honeydews, suffering the most.

While 1991 set a new record for stanislaus coUnty agriculture, we must
strongly restate that the figures contained in this report are
countywide averages and represent GROSS income to the grower and do not
reflect the cost of production. The increased gross agricultural
income, in spite ofa fifth year of drought, strongly demonstrates
agriculture's vitality which is due to a well developed irrigation
system with an adequate water supply, favorable climate, and prime
agricultural soils.

We wish to express our appreciation to the many people who contributed
to this report with special thanks to Sheryl Emery, who compiled the1991 Crop Report. .

The county agricultural staff works to protect the environment, assure
field worker safety and ensure the proper, safe and efficient use of
pesticides by controlling and monitoring their use. In 1991, 3160
pesticide permits and 299 pest control licenses/certificates were issued.
Each pesticide user is subject to inspection of his or her operations,
records, pesticide storage areas and equipment and each must submit
reports of every pesticide application made. Crops .may be sampled at
harvest to detect illegal pesticide residues.
