The Stanislaus County ;r~ss agricultur3l income for 1993 set a new record
~f ~1,147,140,QOO. This amount is an increase of $73,210,000, or 6.3~ over
1992. Fruit and Nut Crops experienced the largest category increase with
almonds, walnuts, 3nd peaches doing the best. Apricots, cherries and
grapes all decreased primarily due to lower prices. Overall, rield Crops
3lso showed an increase with hay and sil3ge leading the "ay. The Nursery,
Li'/estock and ?oultry ~roduct categories both exhibited ~verall increases,
out Vegetable, Seed, Apiary, Livestock and Poultry ;roucings did decrease.

~hi le 1993 set an all-time record for ~he agricultural industry in
Stanislaus County, ~e must strongly restate that t~e figures contained in
t~is report represent GROSS income to the grower and do not reflect the
cost of produc~ion, which have also continued to increase. Finally, we
would like to point out that farm production dollars are renewable and
generated each year, turning over several times in the local economy,
providing -~e eco~om;c base for Stanislaus County.
