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The juxtaposition of the old barn and the new school in the background symboliies the
challenges of rural-urban interface in Stanislaus County today.

The farm is owned by Gus Papatone. The barn was built in the early part of the century. In'the -

early 1950's, a navy plane crashed on the property, narrowly missing the silo and creating a
sizeable crater.

Elizabeth Ustach Middle School opened its doors in 1993 and currently has approximately

1,200 students. An adjoining park and elementary school are planned for the future.

The Stanislaus County Agricultural Crop Report for 1995 ris hereby éubmitted ’in
compliance with Section 2279 of the California Food and Agricultural Code.

The gross agricultural income for 1995 is $1,115,492,000. This is an increase of
approximately $176,000 from 1994. The Fruit and Nut Crop Category lost $18 million, with
Almonds, Apricots and Grapes leading the decline. Also showing slight losses are Seed
Crops and Nursery Products. All other categories advanced. Individual commodities
posting gains include; Walnuts, Alfalfa Hay, Silage, Tomatoes, Wheat and Deciduous Fruit
& Nut Trees/Vines. Cattle and Calves gained as did Turkeys, Milk and Chicken Eggs.

It must be noted that these are gross figures and do not indicate net profit. Also, figures
shown da not reflect on any individual operation since the whole county is the smallest unit
measured for any particular commodity.
