The Stanislaus County Agricultural Crop Report for 1996 is hereby submitted in
compliance with Section 2279 of the California Food and Agricultural Code.

The gross agricultural income for 1996 is $1,223,196,000. This is an increase of
approximately $108 million from 1995. Although Fruit and Nut acreage did not increase,
and Vegetable Crops, Seed and Nursery acreage fell, increases in yields and prices
resulted in higher total values. Some exceptions in individual commodities were Cherries,
Squash, Tomatoes, Cattle and Calves, and Turkeys, where losses were reported. Overall,
all categories advanced. Individual commodities posting gains include: Almonds, Grapes,
Beans, Rice, Melons, Honey, Queen Bees, Chickens, Milk and Eggs.

It must be noted that these are gross figures and do not indicate net profit. Also, figures
shown do not reflect on any individual operation since the whole county is the smallest unit
measured for any particular commodity.

We wish to express our appreciation to the many persons who contributed to the
preparation of this document. Special thanks go to Nye Marnach, who compiled the report.
