Agriculture:  Our Economic Engine

Stanislaus County is a rich agricultural area located in the northern portion of the San Joaquin Valley.  
Its fertile soils are watered by an extensive irrigation system fed by the Stanislaus, Tuolumne and San 
Joaquin rivers. These rivers were harnessed over 100 years ago to provide water to a limited variety 
of crops on the valley � oor.  Blessed with an abundant water supply, a rare Mediterranean climate 
and productive soils, those same � elds now produce over 200 di� erent crops.

We all enjoy a good meal but what most people don’t realize is the amount of resources required 
to put an average meal on the dinner table.  Nor do we think about the bene� ts a� orded our local 
economy because of a robust food production system. Most of us readily think of the farmer as the 
chief source of our food but the farmer relies on many other industries and � elds of learning to as-
sist him in raising animals and producing a successful crop.  The number of businesses allied with 
agriculture either as a supplier, a processor of raw goods, or as a handler of � nished products is quite 
astonishing. Whether the business is a supportive service like equipment manufacturing, or one di-
rectly involved in bringing our food to the dinner table such as canning, transportation or warehous-
ing, the companies are many and varied.  In Stanislaus County, nine of the top ten employers in the 
manufacturing sector are agricultural related businesses.  Agricultural related businesses account for 
one out of every three jobs in the County, and every 10 acres of agricultural land supports one job.                                                                                                                                             
                                                                                                                                                      
The economic output of these agricultural related businesses is what is often referred to as the “rip-
ple e� ect” or “economic multiplier”.  The County’s farm gate value, the revenue farmers receive for 
their crops, livestock and � ber has a ripple e� ect in excess of 3.5 times the farm gate value.  This 
places the total economic impact of agriculture in Stanislaus County at around 9 billion dollars.  This 
does not include the “consumption spending” by agricultural business owners and their employees 
or the processing of goods that were grown outside of the County.  If these two factors were consid-
ered, the multiplier would be much higher. 

California produce is known the world over for its quality. Many of Stanislaus County’s goods are ex-
ported to other states and to over 100 foreign countries. As the middle class of the world continues 
to expand and demand high quality products, the California farmer and agricultural linked busi-
nesses are in a unique position to meet those needs.   In meeting the nutritional needs, locally and 
abroad, our local economy is strengthened.  

So, when you sit down to enjoy that nice dinner remember all the di� erent hands that helped to 
deliver it to you and what it means to our community and our economic engine.

We are pleased to submit, in accordance with Section 2279 of the California Food and Agricultural Code, 
Stanislaus County’s Annual Crop and Livestock Report for 2011.  This report provides a statistical description 
of Stanislaus County’s agricultural production.  I must emphasize that this report represents gross values of 
agricultural commodities and does not reflect production costs or profits.

The value of agricultural commodities produced last year in Stanislaus County increased over 18% to 
$3,069,823,000.  This represents an all time high in Crop Production Values with an increase of
$497,389,000 from the 2010 gross production value of $2,572,434,000.  This is primarily attributed to an 
increase in the Fruit and Nut Crop, most notably almonds along with walnuts and grapes.  Hay and Silage 
Crops continue to increase, somewhat to the detriment of the Dairy Industry that, while showing an 
increase in Milk value, continues to suffer from these high feed costs.   On the downside, some agricultural 
commodities such as Cherries suffered from late unseasonal rains as did other crops from normal market 
forces related to acreage, production and prices.  

We wish to express our appreciation to agricultural producers, industry representatives and public agencies 
who have cooperated in providing data for this report.  We would also like to express sincere thanks to the 
Agricultural Commissioner staff, especially Agricultural Inspectors Richard Homer and Cristina Galvan who 
compiled the report, and Susan Azevedo who prepared the information for publication.
